Parental Engagement

Parental engagement always has been a centerpiece of Title 1. The Statute defines parental engagement as the participation of
parents in regular, two-way, and meaningful communication involving student academic learning and other school activities,

including ensuring-
* that parents play an integral role in assisting their child’s learning;

* that parents are encouraged to be actively involved in their child’s
education at school;

* that parents are full partners in their child’s education and are
included, as appropriate, in decision-making and on advisory
committees to assist in the education of their child; and

« that other activities are carried out, such as those described in
section 1118 of the ESEA.

The definition of parental engagement sets the parameters, in conjunction with other sections of the law by which the
State, Districts and Schools will implement programs, activities and procedures to involve parents in Title 1, Part A
program.

The term “parent” includes in addition to a natural parent, a legal guardian or other person standing in loco parentis (such
as a grandparent or stepparent with whom the child lives, or a person who is legally responsible for the child’s welfare).



ENGLISH LANGUAGE LEARNER SERVICES

ESOL is an instructional program that assists students in learning English speaking, reading, writing and listening. It is important for a student to receive the
services because the student is going to need support to adjust to the educational system and learning the English language. We also need to provide the
services because it is part of the law.

What is the process to identify my child as an ELL student?

The parent completes a Home Language Survey (HLS). This survey is a part of the enrollment process. The following three questions will need to be
answered on the HLS:

 Does the student most frequently speak a language other than English?

« Did the student have a first language other than English?

« Is a language other than English used in the home?

If you answered “yes” to any of the these questions, your child will be evaluated to determine how well he/she speaks English. In other words, if a language
other than English is the answer to any of the questions, the student will take the Initial Placement Test. Once the results show that the student is in need of
help to learn English, he/she will be identified as an ELL student and will begin receiving services from the ESOL Program. This is important in order to
support your child as he/she learns English.

Student’s language proficiency is assessed every year to determine progress and eligibility for exit from the ESOL Program. Upon exit student’s progress will
continue to be monitored for two years. ELL students are expected to meet the same challenging state academic standards as all students are expected to meet.

Parents of ELL students are encouraged to participate in all parent activities related to the school in which their child is enrolled and will receive school
communications in their language when possible. Translators are available at schools, either by school staff or by district staff with prior arrangements when
feasible.

THE ELL COMMITTEE
This committee meets at the school to act on decisions important to the instruction of the ELL student. Parents are always invited to these meetings and are
encouraged to attend. A parent may request an ELL Committee meeting to address issues related to the student.
